ONE:

TWO: I
’m sorry I’m late—I’ve been sooooo busy!

ONE:
All right, all right! Have you done that Christmas list I asked you to do?

TWO:
Yes, that’s why I was late, duh! Who are this lot? They’re an ugly lot, aren’t they!

ONE:
Don’t be so rude! Right, I’ve got my list (gets out small piece of paper). Tell you what, let’s start with yours.

TWO: 
Oh, ok! (gets out a very long list).

ONE:  
(Name), I’m impressed: that’s a huge present list… for such a short person!

TWO: 
Right. The first one I’ve got down is a portable DVD player.

ONE:  
Wow, that’ll be a great present!

TWO: 
Next, a full-suspension mountain bike.

ONE:
They’re very expensive, (Name)!

TWO: 
A Tottenham Hotspur greatest moments DVD.

ONE:  
Well, that won’t be very long then! (laughs) Hold on a minute! These sound like presents you would like for Christmas.

TWO: 
That’s right, this is my Christmas present wish-list! That’s what you asked me to write!

ONE:
No, I didn’t! I said to write a list of things you wanted to give this Christmas—not get!

TWO: 
Oh! Look, I want a Wii!
ONE:  
Well, why didn’t you go before you came this morning!

TWO: 
Not a wee as in toilet, the new game console—the Wii!

ONE:
Pack it in! You never listen, do you! Look, what is it we need to remember at Christmas?

TWO: 
Turn the oven on for the turkey—‘cos you forgot last year, didn’t you!

ONE:  
It’s not turning the oven on! Kids—what should we remember? (ad-lib)

There you go, the birth of Jesus! He was a gift!

TWO: 
Bet he wasn’t in the Argos catalogue!

ONE:
‘Course he wasn’t in the Argos catalogue! He was gift from God. Given to all of us! That’s what Christmas is all about. It’s about giving, and not receiving!

TWO: 
Right. So what you’re saying is that we should write a list of things we want to give this Christmas, not receive!
ONE:  
Yes—and no. There’s nothing wrong in writing a list of things we would like to get, but how about all of us writing a list, at the same time, of things we want to give?
TWO: 
But not just material things: also time, help, respect, prayers.

ONE:

TWO: 
So do you reckon I should have a Wii?
