Christian drama sketches and scripts
The use of drama as a means of worshipping God is, of course, nothing new. Indeed, it could be argued that much of the liturgy surrounding Christianity is ‘dramatic’. Nowadays, within our faith, drama is not only used to teach or underline theological messages but also to provoke debate, to excite those engaged with it, in an effort to help both the believer and non-believer to gain a firmer understanding of God’s grace and the message of the life of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Whilst the following sketches and scripts might, in some instances, seem slightly irreverent, they are always relevant—they aim to promote our Christian faith. They give the actors and readers a chance to witness that faith in front of others. In short, they are a form of evangelism, of outreach; especially to those in our own congregations who perhaps need ‘refreshment’ on their Christian journey.
On the whole, the scripts are written in such a way that no learning of lines is necessary. Humour is used liberally, and props can be kept to a minimum. In short—have fun with them! Make them relevant to your needs and locality. If you would like some advice, we would be pleased to give any help we can. The scripts have been performed in many different situations (from church halls to cathedrals), so we have a lot of experience in perfecting the effectiveness of our drama.
